between 1990-1991 and 2007-2008 revealed that
I ndia’s performance on hunger elimination was
‘lackluster’.

With 15 th rank in 2008, China fared much better
than I ndia placed in dismal 66th position among 88
countries.

The prevalence of population of under nourished
(PUN), underweight of children below five years (CUW)
and mortality of children below five years (CM), the
factors used for GHI were significantly, higher in I ndia
both during 1990-91 and 2007-08 than in China as
given below The above figures reflect on the inadequacy
in implementing the pol icy decisions on poverty and
hunger in I ndia.

Conversely, China was able to control hunger
effectively through factors associated with children.

Even in 1990-92, I ndia had the highest percentage
of underweight chi ldren (60.9) and though impr oved
by 2001-06, it was still the highest (43.5) in the world,
as against only 14.3 and 6.8% in China.

To sum up, China proved that population pr essure
need not be an impediment for hunger elimination.
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AN APPEAL
TO THE HONOURABLE PRIME MINISTER & CHIEF MINISTERS

Nandini Voice For The Deprived organized a group meeting of concerned citizens to discuss about the
alarming maoist problem confronting the country.

It w as unanimously concluded at the end of the discussion that widespread political and administrative
corruption is the r oot cause for the maoist issues. Therefore, it was proposed to send an appeal to Prime Minister
and Chief Ministers of all the states in the country to curb the corruption at an y cost.

Before sending the appeal, it was decided that the text of the appeal should be f orwarded to large number
of country men to el icit their views. Accordingly, the text of the appeal w as sent to more than 5000 citizens by
e-mail across the country .Large number of citizens responded to the appeal in a positive manner.

It w as said by the some of the r espondents that there would be no point in sending the appeal to the Prime
Minister and Chief Ministers, as they must already be aware of  the issues. It w as said that such appeal may not
even be acknowledged or may be acknowledged after a period of 6 months or so and the appeal ma y ultimately
go to the dustbin.

In view of such opinion, the decision was taken to publish the appeal in the publ ic domain.

Accordingly, the appeal is published here.

The highlights of the views f rom some of the citizens who responded are provided in this article.

TEXT OF THE APPEAL
Naxalites or maoists (one would not know what is the di fference between them)appear to have driven home

the point that ther e is widespread hatred and mistrust about the pol iticians and government officials amongst
the people, particularly those belonging to the lower income gr oup.

The whole nation recognizes that the corrupt pol iticians and corrupt government officials at all levels are the
prime cause for all the social problems and inequalities in the country. Otherwise, the atr ocities committed by
these so called maoist revolutionaries would have generated widespread
condemnation and revulsion in the country.

The Prime Minister and the Chief Ministers should see the ground
realities and the wri ting on the w all and echo the mood of the people b y
strongly condemning the corrupt pol iticians and officials and taking rigorous
steps to identify them at al l levels and suspend them from the government
immediately. A fast track court should be set up in all the states in the
country exclusively to hear the cases and punish the guilty without delay
and in transparent manner.

Police said Selvam, Nagarajan, Raja and Chinaa Nagarajan, all aged 16 studying plus one at the government
boys’ higher secondary school in Thethoor near Vadipatti in Madurai district had consumed IMFL liquor, which
they snatched from one of their classmates, during the interv al time.

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It is a sad sight to see these huts built on the slopes
of drains and other water logged low lying ar eas
untouched by the big house building movement now on
foot in Madras to cater to the needs of
the more fortunate classes. It is a heart
rending sight these huts present when
inundated by the rains that come now
and then, as if to point out with
emphasis the misery of the women
and children that cook and sleep in
such huts.

But a sadder sight sti ll is when
we see these huts pulled down and
the mud walls heartlessly razed to the
ground by municipal or government
officials, with  pol ice van standing by,
to prevent the pr otests of the victims
assuming the shape of a riot. One need
not command much imagination to
realize the lot of the women and
children who live from hour to hour
on the brink of starv ation in these huts,
displaced by the Authori ty and  left as
destitute wi th no one to go to f or help
or charity.

The idea of dealing with these
slums by way of ‘clearance’ as we must do with
mosquitoes and rats and vermin, that is, to get rid of
them because they are not wanted, is total ly wrong.
These people who have somehow or other managed to
find a site whereon a low mud wall and a coconut leaf
roof put over it provide them a place to cook some food
and where they could bundle them selves to sleep during
nights, deserve better consideration  than they get now
from the authori ties.

These slum dwellers do not deserve to be hunted
down like rats or mosquitoes or stray dogs, as is now

being done. They are an essential element in city life. They

are as necessary as any other section of the population,
say the police or the hawkers or the drain cleaners. These

work hard as domestic and other
servants and are absolutely
essential for the l ife of the city.

The industrial workers and
the government officials are able
to tak e care of themselves,
relatively speaking. But these
miserable people living in the
slums, whose services too are
essential, are helpless victims of
laws and regulations that are
enforced without r eference to
humanity or human rights.

‘Clearance’ is an absurd word
to deal with the housing of these
people and a more unwise or
inhumane policy than this cannot
be conceived.

Here are people who are
essential for the l ife of the ci ty-
dwellers. The men and the

women and the children too do work in the ci ty in the
homes and the shops of the middle and upper classes,
work which others wi ll not do. Should not their housing
be a concern of the people who employ them? How can
we expect men and women to at tend to dai ly duties
without a lodging place to sleep in during nights and a
place to cook in and keep their food?

The programme should be changed from ‘clearance’
to a r eal and adequate housing plan. There are

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difficulties, I am aware, in recognizing the duty and in
fulfilling it.

There are reported to be around 17 lakhs disabled
persons in Tamil Nadu, consisting of orthopaedically
disabled, visually impaired, hearing impaired, speech
impaired and mentally ill persons. There are reported
to be around 5 lakhs visually impaired women  in Tamil
Nadu.  Over 90% of these persons belong to lower
income group and live in difficult conditions.

While the Government offers some concessions for
education and employment in government owned
institutions for the disabled persons, they are no where
near the requirements.

Most disabled persons , particularly those living in
small towns and rural areas ,suffer due to lack of ski ll
acquisition opportunities  and job opportunities.  The
only way out f or most of the disabled  persons is to self
employ themselves.  Again,due to lack of skil l,
investment capability , marketing support  as wel l as
mobility problems,  self employment has become a very
difficult exercise for them.

In spite of such  problems , a few  disabled persons
have ventured to self employ themselves.

It is necessary to recognize the ef forts of such
persons  and appreciate their efforts, so that they wi ll
be encouraged and also will  become role model for
other disabled persons to emulate their example. It is
also necessary that the society should be made aware
of the  self employment  capability of disabled persons,
so that the concerned persons  would extend their
support  to them.
