Following the Mumbai Mirror report on the Chief
Accountant of Tata Memorial Hospital embezzling funds
received by the insti tute as donations, the Economic
Offences Wing (EOW) of the Mumbai Police has
initiated a high level probe into the mat ter.

On September 21, Mirror published an article titled
‘Salman’s missing donation exposes multi crore scam’.

Salman Khan had visited the hospital on
September 15 and enquired about a Rs.5 lakh donation
he had sent across for a seven year old cancer patient,
Sahara Shah. The actor was surprised to learn that
the money had never reached her. When he enquired
with the management, the story began to unr avel.

Just weeks before Salman’s visit, hospi tal
authorities had launched an internal probe and claimed
they found that Chief Accountant A J Mangaonkar had
been pocketing donations showing that the amount
had been spent on the tr eatment of dead or discharged
patients.

On September 3, he had been suspended. Later
on, a team led by Additional Commissioner of Police
(EOW) Sanjay Saxena visited the hospital to col lect
the inf ormation gather ed by the internal pr obe

committee. They met Hospital Director Rajendra
Badwe, informing him that they wished to in vestigate
the matter. Hospital staff agreed to share all details
with the pol ice and to co-operate with them in the
investigation.

Confirming this, Saxena said, “Yes, we are
investigating the mat ter. The enquiry is sti ll in the ini tial
stage.”

Not the first scam at Tata Hospital

This is the second blot on the reputation of the
hospital.

On May 15 2009, the CBI had unearthed a mul ti
crore scam involving smuggling out of anti cancer
medicines from the hospital dispensary.

The CBI found that medicines meant for patients
at the hospital, were being illegally sold in the open
market.

The accused had falsified records to show that
the medicines had actually been given to patients.
The chemists would sell these expensive medicines
at discounted rates and a part of the pr ofit passed on
to the other ac cused.

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Telangana problem is due to dishonoured
commitments

The “gentlemen’s agreement” of 1956 w as signed
by the Chief Ministers of the states of Hyderabad and
Andhra Pradesh  which says that Telangana will have a
separate Regional Committee which will have the right
to provide legislation on economy, local self government,
public health, agricul ture, education and industries
among other things.

It ev en went as far as saying that i f the Chief Minister
were from one region of Unified Andhra Pradesh, then
the Deputy Chief Minister will be from the other r egion.

These commitments were never honoured from day
one.

Hence the people of Telangana have always been
dissatisfied with the tr eatment handed out to them.
Hence on the ground in Telangana, a deep sense of
betrayal and lost pride is being felt among the people,
which in turn has led to the demand of the f ormation of
Telangana.

Autonomy is important

Disintegration of Yugoslavia happened due to the
basic reason of denial of autonomy in decision making.
It is the autonom y plank that has saved India from
balkanization.

Imagine India with umpteen states – More states
mean more disputes

Imagine India with umpteen states. What f rame
does that unfold before us?

More institutional establishments, increased number
of political outfi ts, high level of accommodative politics
and appeasement measures, many more inter state
disputes and same setup. I n short, no gr eat change in
efficiency, productivity or development.

To put i t in r ealistic terms, it would r esult in f ormation
of more Cauveri Water Commission type bodies or more
cases of the kind of Periyar Dam dispute.

And did I f orget, the most vial consequence – the
loss of unity and integri ty of I ndia.

Demand for states due to self centered politicians

India has heeded to many claims for states in the
past, but the pr esent state of af fairs warrants an
alternative approach.

The current demands are not tow ard the cause of
unification but based on self centred politics of greedy
regional level politicians and their family members .

Larger states in USA are governed well

The argument put f orth by the promoters of small
states that “smal ler states directly correspond to better
governance” –is not correct.

Countries with thrice the land ar ea as India, viz.
China, Canada and United States of America – have
proportionately lar ger states and have  bet ter
governance.

Will lead to demand for many more states

Granting of demands for more states would only
embolden all the sectarian forces to call for further mor e
states, which in short would imply sounding of death
knell to the v ery federal system advocated by the
Constitution of I ndia.

European countries moving towards each other –
Our states moving away

While the European countries which had been
fighting amongst each other f or centuries have moved
on and now shed off their di fferences to form a European
Union with the aim of f orging a unified alliance, India is
making its way towards more states and disintegration
of federal structure.

Countries crumble due to internal crisis

History has it that countries ha ve ruptured more
often not out of external w ar, but out of internal
differences and due to the act of selfish politicians and
India shall be no exception.

Nothing else but I ndia’s internal unr est and
fissiparous tendencies can imperil the integri ty of the
country.

The primary roots of jeopardizing the setup lies in
fracturing the inter state boundaries on pol itical
consideration.

How India split after Mughal Empire

Let us not f orget as to how I ndia broke into
fragments after the decl ine and disintegration of the
Mughal Empire.

OBSERVATIONS OF THE STUDENTS
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Many ex-governors of the Mughal principalities called
“subahs” declared their independence. And by the middle
of the 18 th century  ther e were congeries of `r ajas’ and
`na wabs’ who held sway over 600 principalities across
the sub-continent. It w as this India that Robert Clive
defeated and subjugated after the historic B attle of
Plassey in 1757.

It is bel ieved that history is the best teacher that
should make us realize our mistakes and reform and
refine ourselves for the bet terment of our societ y.

*****

Splitting I ndia is easy; cementing is difficult

To unite as many as 554 states was definitely a
tough task, but spl itting i t up once again into 30 to 35
states will just tak e a couple of our politicians to do a
“fast unto death”.

But cut ting the cake into many tiny pieces can lead
to i t forming crumbs and nobody being able to enjoy
eating it.

The newly formed states have not done better

In 2000, three new states were formed – Uttaranchal
(now cal led Uttarakhand) out of Ut tar Pradesh,
Jharkhand out of Bihar and Chhattisgarh out of Madhya
Pradesh.

The main rationale for the sl icing was the
marginalization and underdevelopment of these regions
while they were within the lar ger state.

But almost a decade after these states got their
own bureaucracies and politicians, there have not been
much transformation. Jharkhand and Chhattisgarh are
reeling under Maoist insurgencies that the state
governments have not been able to handle ef fectively.

Decentralization and statehood do not seem to  have
made  any significant dent in the po verty, hunger and
malnutrition prevailing in the states.

Nothing matters for our corrupt sel fish politicians

For our corrupt sel fish politicians , nothing mat ters
as long as they can call themselves the Chief Minister
of a state, even if the state is  smal l and does not have
any significant resources for economic development.

We will end up wi th hundred odd states

Each part of our country is so unique in itself that if
we were to divide the country into states k eeping in
mind their identi ties and culture and customs, we will
end up having at least a hundred states, which is not
desirable.

*****

Colonial view of India

The colonial view of India was that it could hardly
ever become a ‘nation’.

Are we confirming the colonial view

Do not exploit the gul lible public and students

Encouraging the student communi ty and common
public to protest against the government, bringing entir e
administration to standsti ll, seeking media attention by
undertaking fast unto death, claiming rights o ver national
property and physical features affects the pillar of
democracy.

*****

Better governance is the need

Economic disparities need to be addressed, but
bifurcation is not the w ay out. This is not a f easible
option because disparities exist in every state.

Probably, the argument that bet ter administration
is possible if the state is smaller is valid and worth taking
note of, but that is certainly not the only solution.
Democratically functioning local development boards
(with more powers, responsibilities and funds) can most
definitely fulfill the objective.

***

Every division brings more miseries

I and many others like me would be total ly against
any bifurcation or further division of I ndia if they know
that every division brings in untold miseries to some
common people, while there are politicians and
opportunists who gain a lot in turn. Division does not
guarantee development.

A smaller state means fewer MPs in Parliament and
hence less representation at the national lev el and
reasons alike.

Lack of development no reason for splitting

But sti ll if lack of development is a reason for the
creation of separate state, almost two thir ds of the
country should be divided into such small states.

Need for strong central leadership

If we consider the history , there is a view that I ndia
as a union under a federal structure is still in the making.
A federal structure can remain only so long as there is a
strong central leadership acceptable to all the states.

In the absence of such a leadership, the very spirit
of the I ndian Constitution f avouring federal structure of

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the count ry is get ting di luted and r esulting in
disintegration.

Design  of China

Historical evidence suggested that India as a nation
never really existed in history. It w as held together by
decadent Hinduism which encouraged caste system and
exploitation.

Long ago, a Chinese think tank and strategist
suggested in an article that China with a l ittle help of
other countries should break up the I ndian Union into
20 to 30 nation states l ike Europe.

It w as suggested that China in its own inter est
should join forces with di fferent people in regions in
India like the Assamese, Tamils and Kashmiris and
support the lat ter in establ ishing independent nation
states of their own out of I ndia.

With the pr esent prevailing fiasco of Telangana and
demand for smaller states, China could get a golden
opportuni ty by bringing into i ts fold countries like
Pakistan, Nepal and Bhutan, support ULFA in attaining
its goal for Assam’s independence, back aspirations of
Tamils and Nagas, give political support to Bangladesh
enabling the lat ter to encourage ethnic Bengalis in India
to get rid of I ndian control and unite with Bangladesh
as one Bengali nation and lastly recover the 90 000 sq.
km terri tory in southern Tibet and disintegr ate the so
called Great Indian Federation.

Call it United States of I ndia

With the w ay things are going and the number of
demands for statehoold, the new number of states ma y
well cross 50. And in that case, we may as well call
ourselves the United States of I ndia instead of I ndia. I s
it necessary to move towards this path?

****

Regional parties exploiting national parties

The hold of fissiparous tendencies had lightened
after the major national parties started r oping in the al l
sort of communal / r egional outfits to get local communal
votes to win elections and even gave their ‘leaders’ an
undeserved status in ministerial of fices, without r egard
to their honesty and capacity to rule.Such development
have created demand for more states.

****

It is sad that a f ew hired goons can change the
picture

The ‘interest groups’ in every locality can dictate
terms to government after col lecting a few thousands
of unemployed / hir ed goons to shout in the str eets. It
is not the people but some gr oups of unprincipled
elements who raise the issue of separate statehood.

*****

Regional mind set is still prevalent

The developments highlights the f act that people
of I ndia have not yet discarded the regional mindset
that started f rom the Mauryan Empire, which is very
disgusting and shocking. This mindset is not good to
country, which is aiming to become world economic
superpower 2030.

*****

Smaller states prone to political instability

Small states are more prone to political instability
hindering the development of the state, due to the smal l
number of legislators in the assembly. Changing of sides
by a handful legislators can potentially force change of
government and hence cause instability in the state.

The demand for smaller states will undoubtedly lead
to disintegration of I ndia.

*****

Is poverty elimination so simple by splitting the
country?

If po verty of a region could be abolished by carving
out a separate state then this appr oach would have been
pursued by our government long back.

 Companies, business men  and even individuals are
reported to earmark  certain funds for paying corrupt money
to get business and other deals done in their overall budget. 

With the Government and the pol iticians and
bureaucrats running the government being part of the
corrupt political system, one cannot anymore expect that
the  governments in these countries  will stand by the
country to put down corruption.

In recent times, there have been number of massive
natural disasters around the world l ike the tsunami in
I ndia, I ndonesia and Sri Lanka, floods in China,
earthquakes in India, Pakistan and Indonesia  which
have killed thousands of valuable human lives.   

In all such cases of natural disasters, several
governments and  individuals from all over the world
have responded with great compassion and offered
whatever possible support to the distr essed individuals
and families.  It has been seen that in man y cases , the
people worst affected are those who live in marginal
conditions  wi th minimum f acilities. 

While such victims of natural disaster need support
desperately , the world communi ty is able to reach them
long after the ev ent  that could not pr event the loss of
l ives or mit igate the suf ferings of the people
immediately.  Obviously, this means that the f orward
planning efforts to tackle such natural disasters are still 
inadequate and this requires greater planning and
strategies.   

For example, in the case of tsunami in I ndia  and
Sri Lanka,  massive aid and efforts poured in from all
over the world . but, ther e were many problems in
reaching the areas of disasters,  understanding the need
of the af fected people, identifying proper rehabilitation
measures in quick time and implementing the schemes
at adequate standards.

One can even say that the genuine ef forts of many
non governmental organizations and international
agencies like Red Cross became somewhat unorganized
and even looked chaotic at times.

While  the natur al disasters cannot be prevented
and often comes without prior indication and w arning ,

even wi th al l  the scienti f ic and  technological
advancements that the world now command, i t should
certainly be possible to significantly improve the response
mechanism to tackle such disasters.   

To competently tackle such natural disasters, the
essential requirements are the immediate availability of 
medical and other form of aids, adequate knowledge of
the area and its people amongst  those who venture to
help the distressed  and  adequate disaster management
training for the people volunteering to pr ovide the
services.  

It is necessary to build an I nternational Disaster
Management Force  under the auspices of United Nations
or a World body that should be exclusively created for
the purpose. 

Obviously, the international disaster management
force should have presence in all countries in the world
and should be manned by a specially created task force
of well trained people from all parts of the world.  It
should be somewhat like United Nations Peace keeping
Force,  that are now being placed in some troubled spots
in the world with the contribution of men and materials
from several countries.  

Several supporting measures for the international
task force can be competently planned such as funds
and material stockings, appropriate training  for the
members of the force with f ocus on particular local
regions and backed by research and technology
initiatives. 

While disasters may continue to tak e place ,  by
setting up I nternational Disaster Management Force, the
world response can become qualitatively better and 
would also become more humane.

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It is touching and painf ul to know that close to 2
lakhs of people have committed suicide in the farm sector
alone in the last twelve years. That 8 million farmers
quit farming is another pointer of i t being made non-
viable and that this figur e can be staggering by the time
the 2011 census data comes in.

Five big States, namely Maharashtra, Andhra
Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh, Karnataka and Chhattisgarh
account for two thir ds of the f arm suicides. which are
mostly in the r ain shadow areas of India of over 60
million hectares of farm land.

As 80% of the S.W.Monsoon falling on the Western
Ghats reaches the Arabian Sea, surely the Government
of I ndia needs to at least make a suitable program to
divert i t to the w ater starving rain shadow area. This is
nothing new i f one considers the diversion of water f rom
west flowing riv er at the Mul laiperiyar dam to Vaigai
and beyond to irrigate land in Tamilnadu. The question
is why is anything not being done?

The Rs.70 000 crore loan waiver by the Central
Government to f armers has not helped much, as those
having 5 acres or more were not eligible for the bank waiver
nor did it help those who owed the money lenders as this
could be an astronomical figure.

The fact that ‘cash crop farmers seemed more
vulnerable to suicide than those growing food crops’ is
quite pertinent and the hijack of ev ery major sector of
agriculture is total and complete.

This is also confirmed by the I nsti tute f or
Development Economics Research of the United Nations,
which reported that the richest one per cent owns 40%
of the world’ s wealth of $125 tri llion and another 9
percent owned 45%leaving 15% f or the balance 90%
of the world’s adults. The report goes on to say that
wealth is more important to people in dev eloping
countries. I n this connection, no clear data is being
presented for I ndia by anyone. It could be considerable
wi th mor e unaccounted wealth of the or der of
Rs.70 000 crores in overseas accounts. The rampant
corruption needs to be addressed.

With 80% of I ndians earning less than Rs.40 a day,
though ther e may be food in the market, ther e is no
buying power. Over 250 million people in India live below
the poverty line or say hunger l ine.

All these problems indicate for a large section of
the people that suicide is the best option as that at least
gives eternal peace. To add fuel to fir e, there is no viable
population policy as what China has.

We in I ndia are adding 25 million people every year,
with the world’ s population growing at 70 mi llion people.
India’s population will continue to gr ow to 1 600 mi llion
or is even projected at 1 800 mi llion. All these extra
mouths of 400 to 600 mi llion people are going to make
India more vulnerable to famine and suicides which will
increase further.

So, after 60 y ears of Independence, we are on the
path of a successful failure, thanks to incompetence at
various levels.
